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Hanging Your Extractor                

This instruction must be strictly adhered to. Failure to comply could result in overheating and   
serious damage to your appliance.

Fitting the Glass
• Once the extractor is  secured to the wall, the glass can then be slid into place.
• Using the rubber grommets ‘12’ and the screws ‘11’ secure the glass to the main body 

ensuring you do not over tighten the screws. 
• Fit the chimney sections above the extractor glass and secure into the brackets above with 

the screws ‘8’.

Chimney Sections
• Connect the extractor to the electricity supply (see electrical connections page). We 

recommend an isolation switch that is accessible after installation.
• Attach the wall bracket ‘7’ to the rear of the lower chimney section using the small screws
